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The Convention offers guidance to state parties and

their respective national authorities to give an

adequate multidisciplinary response to violence

through the four pillars: prevention of violence,

protection of survivors and reparation, prosecution

of perpetrators and integrated policies. It ensures

that not only are criminal laws effective, but that they

are followed by equally effective civil laws and other

measures.

eradication of male violence against women and girls and its root causes
